Figure 6.2 drug release 

Figure 6.2 This graph shows the blood concentrations of a standard type drug when taken four times a day. There are peaks following each dose, and these correspond to the time when the drug is most likely to cause side effects. The troughs are times when the drug is likely to be least effective. 
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Figure 6.3 slow release

Figure 6.3 This graph shows how the blood concentrations of a slow-release drug (retard) when taken once a day. It does not peak as sharply, but gradually increases before gradually decreasing. This may result in fewer side effects, but could also mean less pain relief.     
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
